Caledonian Taekwondo Health & Fitness Centre - Regulations for Use of Premises

1) All applications for lets of Sports Areas should be made by completing the relevant forms and submitted with at least seven days notice.

2) All users shall be subject to the rules and regulations as shall be laid down from time to time.

3) The Director/Proprietor of Caledonian Taekwondo Health and Fitness Centre and it’s officers reserve the right to:

a) Introduce, amend or delete such rules as may be required due to the needs of the service, or due to the changing circumstances. 

b) Levy charges or fees as may be appropriate for the use of the facilities and services, and also reserves the right to alter such charges and or fees at his/her discretion, and without notice.

c) Refuse admission to any person or persons, who in their opinion is in breach of any management rule, or whose behaviour is such  that it interferes with the safe efficient operation of the facility.

d) The decision of the management on admission, allocation, use or closure of facilities is final. 

4) Caledonian Taekwondo Health and Fitness Centre does not accept responsibility for loss or damage, or injury occurring in the vicinity of any of it’s premises, nor will the centre accept any responsibility for injuries to persons participating in any activity in or on its facilities.

5) Any damage done to the centre’s facilities, property or equipment, fair wear and tear expected, must be made good by the individual, group, club or organisation responsible for the damage.

6) Betting, gambling and gaming are not permitted within the centres facilities.  Anyone found in breach of this may be liable to prosecution.

7) No photographs, films, or video recording may be made without the express permission of the Director/Proprietor of the Centre.

8) No foodstuffs, alcohol, soft drinks are to be taken into the premises, except in such areas designated for such purposes.

9) Smoking is not permitted in any part of the building.

10) No glass containers will be allowed in the playing areas or changing areas.

11) No person who in the opinion of the Director/Proprietor or Agents is under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs will be admitted or allowed on or near the premises.

12) Any person or group debarred from the facility will be automatically debarred from all other classes/events held by Caledonian Taekwondo and/or Caledonian Taekwondo Health and Fitness Centre.

13) No activity, which could be misconstrued, or give offence to other patrons, will be permitted.

14) Children under the age of seven will not be permitted unless accompanied by an adult, unless they are attending a coached or supervised session.

15) No unauthorised person shall be permitted to enter areas marked “staff only” or “authorised personnel only”.

16) Only authorised users will be admitted to coached classes, training rooms, weight training and/or conditioning rooms, outwith coached class times, except at the special discretion of the management.  Authorisation cards must be produced each occasion or entry may be refused.

17) Persons using the facilities must be attired according to their intended activity and should obey at all times, any instruction as to types of, and construction of footwear and/or equipment that are appropriate to the area in use, and the playing surfaces and/or conditions.

18) The use of private apparatus will only be permitted at the discretion of the management.

19) Each user shall return, prior to leaving, any equipment of property supplied to them.

20) Changing rooms and/or facilities are provided for clothing and should be used at all times.  Only in exceptional circumstances, will belongings be allowed into playing areas.

21) The facilities are available for bookings by individuals, groups and organisations and may be booked in advance.

22) Users who fail to honour advanced bookings will be rendered an account if the area cannot be re-let.  In this case, an additional administrative charge will be applied.

23) All bookings include required time to prepare, erect and dismantle equipment.

24) For any hire or booking requests outwith normal opening hours, any additional costs incurred in providing the facility will be charged to the hirer.

25) A minimum of one weeks notice is required for the cancellation of block bookings and regular lets.

26) Where the hire items are available, the appropriate deposit must be left at reception.  The deposit will be forfeited if the hired item is damaged beyond reasonable repair.  A further charge may be required, depending on the individual item damaged.

27) In Facilities where a membership or registration system is in operation, a card will be issued and must be produced on request.  Failure to do so will require a guest fee(s) to be paid in addition to any facilities or service charges.

28) In facilities where a membership or registration is in operation, bookings will only be accepted if a valid card is produced, or in the case of a telephone booking the number is quoted.

29) Membership and registration cards are strictly non-transferable.

30) Valuable and small personal items should be stored in security lockers if provided.
